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The main goal of this application is to transfer your internet shortcuts into a HTML table so your users can go easy to your favorites.





Just copy the executable in a subdirectory you want. Make a link in the Startmenu or on the desktop. Copy the dssock32.dll into the windows\system. Perhaps you have to register it.





For starting doubleclick on the icon. First set the options:





- location HTMLfiles : where are the HTML-files to be placed


- background image : image to use on the pages


- directory image : image to be use for sub-directorys


- name of the index-file : just teh starting index file name


- location of the URLfiles : where are your favorites located


- center URL : get your links centered on the page or just at the left side


- sending by FTP : if you doesn't have a direct mapping to your htmlfiles then you can use FTP


- FTP server adress : the adress of the ftp-server


- username : the username you use to log in


- password : the password neccesary to log in


- FTPlocation : the place where to store the HTMLfiles





These setting are also stored into the Registry under





HKCU\Software\Kather\URL2HTML\options





If you choose for 'sending by FTP' then you have to fill in the last four settings. The files will be stored local in the directory set by 'location HTMLfiles' and then transferred through FTP to the 'FTPlocation'.





Files that exist with the same name in both locations will be overwritten!





This program will wait for 5 seconds before starting his task. So if 


you want to do something else (change the options or get another drive) you have to do that within 5 seconds.


This way you can use the program with System Agents and let it work 


during nights.





You can use different options to convert (parts of) your internet shortcuts to a HTML-page. If you have choose to setup the application (with the button Options) you can use the File/Open, Save and Save as to make different setup-files.


Now you can use the name of the setup as a parameter while starting the applications. So starting URL2HTML basic will start this program with the setup which is saved as 'BASIC'.


The different setup files are saved in the Registry under the same key (but of course under the name you have given).


Startup setup filename is always 'options'.
